Course content

Module 1. Language and Text Worlds- An Introduction, 7.5 credits

The module provides students with an orientation in scholarly terminology and
methodology for textual analysis in both literary studies and linguistics. It is linked to
didactic issues. Analyses of texts are combined with assessment of the design of texts
based on genre expectations, text patterns and receiver adaptation. The module
includes study of key texts within different genres of fiction- epic poetry, drama, lyric
poetry- and non-fiction texts of various kinds. Through different analyses students
develop knowledge of pupil and textbook texts and their relation to texts outside
school.

Module 2. The Structure of Swedish, 7.5 credits

The module deals with the structure of Swedish. Language structure at different
levels is studied through analysis and description of words, phrases, clauses and
syntax. The students' knowledge of language structure is placed in a didactic context
through interrogating and applying it in different ways in a teaching context.

Module 3. Introduction to the History of Literature, 7.5 credits

The module deals with key features of the periods of literary history. A selection of
central texts from ancient times to 1900 are studied. The module considers the role of
literature in classical, medieval and early modern society, highlighting the relationship
of literature to different historical types of society, currents of ideas and aesthetic
traditions.

Furthermore, the module discusses the teaching of literature and the literary canon
throughout history.
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Issues of literary didactics are discussed in depth. The students are enabled to
gradually develop their knowledge of relevant terminology and methodology. The
relationship between author, text and reader is discussed.

Module 4. Language Variation in Spoken and Written Genres, 7.5 credits

The module develops the contents of modules 1 and 2. It introduces conversation
analysis including basic phonetic aspects. Students practise analysing oral texts from a
rhetorical perspective. The students analyse both formal and informal oral texts in and
outside the world of school. Through different analyses students specialise their
knowledge both about written texts in general and about pupils' and textbook texts
in particular, and their relationship to genres outside school. The content of the
course is linked both to current text research and to the assessment of pupils' texts.

Course design

The teaching consists of lectures, seminars, workshops and exercises, both individually
and in groups. Furthermore, the course includes three compulsory days of field studies
in which the students are introduced to the practical aspects of Swedish teaching

Assessment

The assessment of module 1 is based on a take-home exam including analysis
assignments.

Module 2 is assessed on the basis of a written exam.

The assessment of module 3 is based on a written exam and two assessed
workshops.

Module 4 is assessed on the basis of a take-home exam including analysis
assignments, a written invigilated exam and two assessed workshops.

Subject to an agreement with the students, other forms of examination may occur.

Subcourses that are part of this course can be found in an appendix at the end of this
document.

Grades

Marking scale: Fail, Pass, Pass with distinction.

For a grade of Pass on the whole course, the student must have been awarded this
grade on all modules. To be awarded a grade of Pass with Distinction on the whole
course, the student must also have been awarded this grade on at least 21.5 credits.
The grading criteria are presented in a separate document.
