Course content

Study of mass music and hymns from different communities. Studying and learning
easier solo repertoire for ordinance and church service use.

Orientation in organ knowledge. Analysing and trying out different study methods
and practicing techniques. Practice in bound and free improvisation. The course
assumes approved result of earlier course MUUH60.

Course design

The independent practical work is supported by individual lessons and lessons in small
or large groups. Seminars and master classes are also occurring.

Assessment

Examination of the course is arranged through continuous assessment and
tests/exams. Examination rules, such as examination requirements and mark limits,
shall be communicated to the student at the beginning of the course.
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Re-examination of the course shall be offered in close connection to the regular
examination.

The examiner, in consultation with Disability Support Services, may deviate from the
regular form of examination in order to provide a permanently disabled student with
a form of examination equivalent to that of a student without a disability.
