Course content

The course strongly emphasises oral and written language skills as well as text reading
and comprehension. These components simultaneously integrate knowledge and skills
that prepare for scholarly work. In relation to the previous course, however, the
practice of scholarly methodology and a scholarly approach take a significantly larger
place. The course includes a degree project to be discussed at a seminar.

Knowledge within the specialisation area of French language learning and didactics is
taken to a more specialised level than in the previous course. Particular importance is
now attached to planning, leading and evaluating teaching in French, with research in
language didactics and language learning as a starting point. The topic for the degree
project is to be chosen within one of these fields.

All in all, the course provides the future teacher with tools to be able to communicate
knowledge of the French language, French literature and the Francophone world in its
different dimensions. Throughout the course, students further practise their oral and
written language skills. The course also includes language didactics seminars. In
relation to the previous course, the student's ability to evaluate teaching as well as for
self-evaluation and professional development is emphasised, as well as the student's
ability to discuss different theories in the field of French language didactics and
language learning.

The course consists of the following modules:
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1. Academic Writing and Methodology, 7 credits,
2. Academic Rhetoric, 4 credits,
3. French Literature, 4 credits,

4. Degree Project, 15 credits.

Course design

The teaching consists of teaching sessions that mainly consist of lectures and group
work as well as seminars. Attendance at a minimum of 80 % of lectures and exercises
is compulsory. Absence can be compensated for in accordance with the lecturer's
instructions.

Assessment

Module 1: Academic Writing and Methodology is assessed through 2-5 compulsory
written assignments.

Module 2: Academic Rhetoric is assessed through an oral test.

Module 3: French Literature is assessed through 1-2 written assignments as well as 1-
2 oral tests.

Module 4: The module is assessed through a paper that the student writes and then
defends at a public seminar as well as through the student's review of another
student's paper.

Passed degree projects at the Faculties of Humanities and Theology can be registered
in the LUP Student Papers database if the student so wishes. The student is
responsible for uploading the passed degree project as a PDF file in LUP student
papers.

The examiner, in consultation with Disability Support Services, may deviate from the
regular form of examination in order to provide a permanently disabled student with
a form of examination equivalent to that of a student without a disability.

Grades
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Marking scale: Fail, Pass, Pass with distinction.

For a grade of Pass on the whole course, the student must have been awarded at
least this grade on all modules. For a grade of Pass with Distinction on the whole
course, the student must also have been awarded this grade on 19 of the course's
credits, of which 15 credits should be for the degree project.

Entry requirements

To be admitted to the course, the students must have passed course AFRD02 or the
equivalent.
