The course enables students to improve their ability to express themselves in correct
and stylistically appropriate English in academic genres. It consists of exercises in the
use of English grammar and in written proficiency. The student is trained in working
with sources and referring to them in academic texts.

Course design

Teaching consists of lectures and group exercises. Compulsory assessed seminars may
be included.

Assessment

The assessment is based on a written exam and written assignments.
