• read, discuss and analyse modern English texts of a general nature

 

Judgement and approach
• identify and discuss the implicit and explicit statements about class, gender and

ethnicity in texts at a basic level

 

Course content
 
The course provides the students with practice in reading and understanding English
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texts, and the ability to express themselves orally and in writing in correct, polished
English. Literature from different parts of the Anglophone world is studied and
analysed with regard to both language and content. The students practise writing
short texts of a general nature. Furthermore, they practise planning their time and
relating to set timeframes.  
  

 

Course design
 
The teaching consists of lectures and seminars. 

 

Assessment
 
The assessment is based on two papers and one invigilated exam as well as activities
at 2-11 seminars throughout the course. The number of seminars required for a Pass
is dependent on the student's performance on other assessed components. 

 
The examiner, in consultation with Disability Support Services, may deviate from the
regular form of examination in order to provide a permanently disabled student with
a form of examination equivalent to that of a student without a disability.
