Course content

The course provides students with an interdisciplinary introduction to the subject of
European Studies with a humanities profile. On the one hand it provides an overview
of the history of culture and ideas of Europe, and on the other an introduction to key
issues of the area, such as identity, culture, language, nationalism, democracy and
European integration. The development and historical and present-day significance of
the humanities in Europe are emphasised throughout the course. The course also
provides an introduction to scholarly practice, including source criticism and reference
management.

2. Introduction to European Studies Il, 7.5 credits

The teaching consists of lectures and 3-5 compulsory seminars and workshops.
