Course content

The course covers different aspects of present-day European film culture, especially
taking Scandinavia into account.

The first module presents the image of Europe, its culture and its history in television
series and films. The topics range from historical and literary adaptations to current
representatives of the Scandinavian television drama. The second module deals with
the cultural contexts of films and television series: Festivals- which are an increasingly
important distribution channel- film criticism and the public discussion of film, and the
general links between society and the moving images. The focus of the third module
is on Europe as a migration site and addresses, on the one hand, how this is portrayed
in film and on television and, on the other, how film productions also migrate, which
is why concepts such as exile film and diaspora film will also be addressed. This
module also highlights ethnicity as a key concept. The final module is a research-
related course specialising in celebrities, auteurs and film movements, the focus of
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which will be adapted to the participating lecturers and therefore may cover anything
from Danish Dogme 95 to Hollywood wives.

The modules of the course are:

1. Scandinavian and European film: Culture and History in Film and Television

2. Scandinavian and European film: Festivals, Criticism, Society

3. Scandinavian and European Film: Migration and Ethnicity

4. Scandinavian and European film: Celebrities, Auteurs and Film Movements

Course design

The teaching consists of lectures, group work, seminars, film screenings and film
discussions. The students' individual writing and analytical work and participation in
joint seminars are key elements.

Assessment

The assessment of each module is based on a minor paper that is to be presented at a
seminar.

The examiner, in consultation with Disability Support Services, may deviate from the
regular form of examination in order to provide a permanently disabled student with
a form of examination equivalent to that of a student without a disability.

Subcourses that are part of this course can be found in an appendix at the end of this
document.

Grades
