* be able to compose his/her own texts which correctly present and criticise
advanced philosophical problems

* be able to conduct information searches relevant to the discipline of Practical
Philosophy, analyse and interpret the information critically, and present it in an
appropriate manner

Judgement and approach
* be able to examine and assess the validity of philosophical arguments
* be able to evaluate scientific, social and ethical aspects relevant to the field of
Practical Philosophy
* be able to assess the social role and function of Practical Philosophy
* be able to identify his’/her own need of further knowledge in the field of Practical
Philosophy and to upgrade his/her capabilities.

Course content

The course includes an in-depth discussion of modern ethics. Students also choose a
specialisation in the form of an optional reading course. Finally, students apply their
knowledge in the theory, method and history of Practical Philosophy in the
composition of a degree project.

The course consists of three sub-courses:

1. Modern Ethics, 9 credits,
2. Degree Project, 15 credits,
3. Optional Reading Course, 6 credit.

The student chooses a reading course in Practical Philosophy from the list of courses
offered by the department.

Course design

Teaching consists of lectures, seminars and individual tutoring in essay writing.

Assessment

Examination takes the form of invigilated examinations, submitted assignments and
the degree project which is presented and discussed at a seminar. The discussion of
the degree project of another student is also assessed.

Passed degree projects at the Faculties of Humanities and Theology can be registered
in the LUP Student Papers database if the student so wishes. The student is
responsible for uploading the passed degree project as a PDF file in LUP student
papers.
