Course content
 
The course is a basic course in French providing spoken and written proficiency
training, general knowledge of the French language, French society and French
literature. In addition to text study, the teaching includes computer-based exercises,
film and other media.

The teaching consists of lectures and group exercises. It is compulsory for students to
attend at least 80% of the lectures and exercises.
