Course content

In this course, greater depth in historical studies is achieved through the close study of
scholarly publications in a selected problem area. The student chooses the area of
study from a list approved each term by the departmental board.

Course design

Teaching takes the form of lectures and seminars.

Assessment

Examination is by written assignments.

To be eligible for the course requires 90 higher education credits in History, The
History of Ideas, The History of Religions, Historical Anthropology, Central and Eastern
European Studies, Gender Studies specialising in historical perspectives, Politics
specialising in historical perspectives, or the equivalent.
