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situations,
• apply basic elements of Italian grammar,
• use a varied vocabulary in speech and writing,

 

Judgement and approach
• identify their need for additional knowledge and skills in the subject
• identify some traditions and cultural phenomena in Italian society and compare

them with Swedish circumstances.

 

Course content
 
In the course, training in grammar, vocabulary, pronunciation, listening
comprehension and oral language proficiency is given. studies of Italian literature and
culture are also included to some extent. 
The course consists of the following modules: 

1. Grammar and written language proficiency, 7 credits,
2. Text, 4 credits,
3. Culture and oral language proficiency, 4 credits.

 

Course design
 
The course is delivered through lectures and group exercises. 

 

Assessment
 
Module 1, Grammar and written language proficiency are examined through written
examination 
The assessment of module 2 is based on an oral exam 
Module 3, Culture and oral language proficiency are examined through oral
examination 

 
The examiner, in consultation with Disability Support Services, may deviate from the
regular form of examination in order to provide a permanently disabled student with
a form of examination equivalent to that of a student without a disability.

Grades
 
Marking scale: Fail, Pass, Pass with distinction.
For the grade of Pass on the whole course, the student must have been awarded this
grade on all modules. For a grade of Pass with Distinction on the whole course, the
student must have been awarded this grade on at least 11 credits and at least a grade
of Pass on the remaining credits, of which 7 from Module 1.
