Course content

The course is an introduction to the subject of media history. Important points of
departure will be the broad concept of media, media and historical philosophy and
the relation between old and new media. Chronologically the course covers pre-
historic time, and proceeds to, and ends with, the 15th century. Important themes are
the first writing systems around the globe, the relation between oral and writing
based cultures, and the introduction of the printing press, its connections with the
religious conflicts of the time and the formation of nation states.

Course design

The teaching consists of lectures, seminars and exercises.

The participation in approximately 3 seminars, as well as the writing of 2-3
bloggposts, is compulsory.

Students who have been unable to participate due to circumstances such as accidents
or sudden illness will be offered the opportunity to compensate for or re-take
compulsory components. This also applies to students who have been absent because
of duties as an elected student representative.

Assessment

The examination consists of a written take-home exam.

The examiner, in consultation with Disability Support Services, may deviate from the
regular form of examination in order to provide a permanently disabled student with
a form of examination equivalent to that of a student without a disability.
