- had acquired good knowledge of compositions for chamber music in a cultural-
historical context as well as in contemporary context. 

 

Judgement and approach
- can reflect on the own proficiency's relation to tradition and composition practice  
- can create and implement own artistic thoughts and ideas in the form of
compositions in the area of chamber music.

Composition for chamber music with varied constellations of such ensembles based

Course design
 
Teaching is conducted in the form of seminars and individual supervision. Course is
implemented mainly in connection with Båstad Chamber Music Festival. 

 

 

Assessment
 
Examination takes place through continuous assessment as well as in the form of a
concert presentation at Båstad Chamber Music Festival. 
The examiner, in consultation with Disability Support Services, may deviate from the
regular form of examination in order to provide a permanently disabled student with
a form of examination equivalent to that of a student without a disability.
