The course content is decided by the individual student and the course coordinator in
consultation with the educational management. The course assumes approved result
of earlier course MUUF10. 
  

 

 

Course design
 
The course consists of individual lessons and individual work (practicing, preparations,
projects) and can also be carried out as group studies. 
  

 

 

Assessment
 
Examination of the course is arranged through continuous assessment and concerts or
tests. Examination rules, such as examination requirements and mark limits, shall be
communicated to the student at the beginning of the course. 
 
  
Re-examination of the course shall be offered in close connection to the regular
examination.
