have a basic ability to make assessments considering relevant artistic, social and
ethical aspects and also

The course can contain projects, study visits and more within the field of church
music. 
  

 

 

Course design
 
The course is carried out in the form of group lessons, seminars, guest lectures,
workshops/master classes, rehearsals, presentations and individual work. Attendance
is compulsory for projects within the education. 
  

 

 

Assessment
 
Examination of the course is arranged through continuous assessment and, in
applicable cases, project presentations. Examination rules, such as examination
requirements and mark limits, shall be communicated to the student at the beginning
of the course. 
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Re-examination of the course shall be offered in close connection to the regular
examination. 
  
The examiner, in consultation with Disability Support Services, may deviate from the
regular form of examination in order to provide a permanently disabled student with
a form of examination equivalent to that of a student without a disability.
