Course content
 
The course is a beginners' course in modern Greek and deals with phonetics,
grammar, morphology and syntax. Furthermore, it provides an overview of the
history, society and culture of Greece. The course is based on the study of literary
texts in modern Greek in Swedish translation. 
It consists of the following modules: 

1. Modern Greek for Beginners I, 7.5 credits,
2. Modern Greek for Beginners II, 7.5 credits,
3. History, Society and Culture, 6 credits,
4. Text Study, 9 credits.

 

Course design
 
The teaching consists of lectures on campus or online. In the online form, the course
makes use of a learning platform. Students are required to participate under these
conditions, and to have access to a computer with an Internet connection. The
department will provide information about the technical requirements. 

 

Assessment
 
The assessment of modules 1 and 2 is based on a written exam. The assessment of
module 3 is based on a take-home exam and module 4 on both a written and an oral
exam.
