Course content
 
In the course, students read the literature studied in both the original languages and
in translation. Furthermore, the course includes expanded studies of modern Greek
literary history and culture. In addition, students pursue their training in both oral and
written language proficiency. 
The course consists of the following modules: 

1. Written Proficiency, 10 credits,
2. Demotic Literature, 10 credits,
3. Oral Proficiency, 5 credits,
4. Grammar, 5 credits.

 

Course design
 
The teaching consists of lectures, seminars and group exercises. In its online form, the
course makes use of a learning platform. Students are required to participate under
these conditions, and to have access to a computer with an Internet connection. The
department will provide information about the technical requirements. 

 

Assessment
 
The assessment of modules 1 and 4 is based on a written exam. The assessment of
module 2 is based on both a written and an oral exam. The assessment of module 3 is
based on an oral exam.

Grades

For a grade of Pass on the whole course, the student must have been awarded this
grade on all modules.
