The course consists of practice in language proficiency (with a focus on oral
production) at a more advanced level compared to the level 1 course in Russian. The
selection of material is made to give students a specialised insight into both the
cultural history and current public debate of Russia. 
  

 

 

Course design
 
The course consists of lectures, exercises and 2–3 compulsory seminars. 
  

 

Assessment
 
The assessment is based on two talks, 2–4 written assignments and an oral exam at
the end of the course.
