Module 5 is assessed on the basis of 1 short paper, 1 oral critical review.

Marking scale: Fail, Pass, Pass with distinction.
For a grade of Pass on the whole course, the student must have been awarded this
grade on all modules. To be awarded the grade of Pass with Distinction, students
must have been awarded this grade on 18 credits and a grade of Pass on the
remaining credits. 
  
Modules in Spanish are graded in accordance with a scale of 1 to 5, in which 1 is the
lowest and 5 is the highest grade. The grade 1 corresponds to the grade Fail. 2.

To be admitted to the course, the student must have passed course SPAA01: Spanish
Level 1, or the equivalent
